The first Sunday of each month FBCTC hosts a “Get Acquainted” meeting; we call 
it “First Steps.”

3.	 The Ministry expectation is a commitment to discovering and using 		
	 my God-given gifts and abilities in serving God and others.
	 “God has given each of you some special abilities; be sure to use 		
	 them to help each other…” 1 Peter 4:10 (TLB)
4.	 The Missions expectation is a commitment to share the Good News 		
	 with others. 
	 “…you will be My witnesses for me … to the ends of the earth.” Acts 		
	 1:8 (GNT)
How exciting to be a part of God’s family! How encouraging to gather together 
and participate in habits that create space for God’s presence and activity in 
our lives. How fulfilling it is to engage with God’s mission through using our 
gifts and talents in serving others. How thrilling to see others come to know 
and experience the truth of God’s forgiveness and goodness. You see, these 
expectations are really universal for all believers not just at FBCTC. It might 
not be a bad idea for all of us to participate in “First Steps” from time to time.
